ON THE SPECIAL BAKUNIN NUMBER OF
LE LIBERTAIRE

The special number of Le Libertaire has been dedicated
to the memory of our Bakunin's centenary of his death.

Michel Bakunin(1814 - 1876) was a famous Russian revo-—
lutionary in 19th century, who has shaped his own anarchist
idea, federalism, and atheism in 1864, then participated in
the International (1868). His activities covered all over
Switzerland, Belgium, France, Italy and spain.

We have collected here eulogies to him by Japanese and
Western activists and at the same time, wished to indicate
the sharp differences lies between Anarchism and Marxisme
which came hot only from their differnt nature of tempera-
ments but also from the difference of ideology which caused
struggle between them.

Furthermore, our young comrades endeavored to trace on
literatures which introduced Bakunin into Japan since 1910s
and explained his well known stay at Yokohama en route to
America narrowly escaping from Siberia.

The full contents are given in another page. I want
to add here that reader of this special number will under-
stand very well what Bakunin explained : The nature of
existence, some philosophical problems as, oil contradic-
tion, ofi freedom, on saint revolt, on the State, on sci-
ence, on socialism, on February revolution of 1848, on
labour, on the concience of Western labourers, on negation
of politics, on Proudhon, contre Marx, contre Mazzinie,
on Russian revolution, etc.

BAKUNIN IN JAPAN

Needless to say, it is 100th year of Bakunin's death.
So we published here "Our Bakunin" (as the special number
of Le Libertaire), of course, this "Our Bakunin" was modeled
upon "Unser Bakunin" (ed. by Max Nettlau, Berlin, 1926).
Bakunin has been one of the most popular anarchists in
Japan, though his works have not been read so much, while
his eventful life and his conflict with Marx were known
more emphatically. The reason why his works didn't have
so many readers as Kropotkin had was as follows:

Not only were his works unsystematic and loquatious,
but also, and this was the most important reason, his works
were not written in English which has been understood very
wide in Japan.

For the first time his name became known to us in 1881.
There appeared nearly ten different translations of his
main work "God and the State". The first translation of it
was published in 1926, and it was from English, not from
French.

The two kinds of collected works of Bakunin were
published in Japan.

a. Complete Works; Tokyo, 1929 - 1932, 3 vols.
This was to be 7 volumes at first, bu only 3 volumes were
published, as there was much inconsistency between plan
and actuality. Regarding to this Complete Works, cf. Fanal,
Okt. 1929 (Marburg University).

b. Works of Bakunin; Tokyo, 1972 - 1973, 6 Vols.

In 1922, T. Ishihama, a Marxist savent in Japan, found
a letter of Bakunin at a second-hand book store in Berlin.



E. Dran and G. Steklow, beside him, confirmed that the

letter was that which was adressed to A. Ruge. One can
see, at present, the photoplate of it at the Marx-Lenin
Institute (Moscow). Ishihama translated the letter in

1925,

Bakunin had ever been in Japan for about a month,
when he escaped from Siberia and wanted to go over to
America by way of several ports of Japan. About this
visit to Japan, refer to the biographies written by
Nettlau, Carr and Pirmova, and monographies by Carr and
Gertzen. It is regrettable that save Gertzen's writings,
there are no Japanese data on what he did in Japan, ex-
cept for Siebold's account of his stay in Yokohama.

alle, die ihn kennen lernten, einen imponierenden Eindruck.'

This hotel was called Yokohama Hotel, and it was an
inn that used the name of Hotel for the first fime in
Japan, It was constructed by J. C. Huffnagel, a Dutch
captain, in 1859 as a settlement of foreigners. It was
sure that Bakunin would have enjoyed playing billiards
which was very curious for Japanese people at that time.

In Japan, the regular study of Bakunin is barely
started these days. We hope heartily that his whole
works and letters will be published as soon as possible.
